o The problem Ohio Revised 
Code § 2907.31. Disseminating 
matter harmful to juveniles: 
(C) (1) It is an affirmative defense to 
a charge under this section, 
involving material or a performance 
that is obscene or harmful to 
juveniles, that the material or 
performance was furnished or 
presented for a bona fide medical, 
scientific, educational, 
governmental, judicial, or other 
proper purpose, by a physician, 
psychologist, sociologist, scientist, 
teacher, librarian, clergyman, 
prosecutor, judge, or other proper 
person.
